The meeting was called to order at 8:58 a.m. by Ms. Cabrera. 
Item 1 on the agenda was a Roll Call.  Attendance, as listed above. 

Item 2 on the agenda was the Pledge of Allegiance. 

Item 3 on the agenda was the approval of minutes from the board meeting held January 9, 2015.  Mr. Duffner moved that the minutes be approved as presented.  Ms. Strang seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.

Item 4 on the agenda was the New Membership from for Eduardo Medina, effective 12/04/14 and approved on 01/09/15 pending notification of pre-existing conditions physical.  The secretary advised the board of a pre-existing condition, as documented on the medical examination form for Mr. Eduardo Medina.
